ASSUMED LIABILITY

damage of third parties.

THIS COVERAGE IS NOT TO BE CONSTRUED AS A GUARANTY FOR THE ORIGINAL
OBLIGORS, OR CAN BE INCORPORATED TO A BOND, PLEDGE, AVAL OR ANY OTHER
PERSONAL OR REAL GUARANTEE, AS A RESULT OF NONCOMPLIANCE WITH THE
CONTRACTS OR AGREEMENTS ENTERED INTO WITH THE ORIGINAL OBLIGOR.

CLAUSE 1. EXCLUSIONS
IT IS UNDERSTOOD AND AGREED THAT IN NO CASE SHALL THIS INSURANCE COVER:
1.1. DAMAGE TO SUBTERRANEAN PROPERTY.

1.2. DAMAGE CAUSED BY SUBSTERRANEAN WORKS.
